As part of the assignment on
“linguistic exploration,” Rebholz
had to create a research work-
book. Before she began her final
work, she filled 38 pages with
facts about Bob Marley and the
Rastafarian movement, practice
sketches, images of eyes and
tears and reflections on the
song.

“I annotated the song and
wrote about what lines meant
the most to me and how it made
me feel,” she said.

For example, she wrote:
“Whenever I hear (the song), I
picture a man putting his hand
on a woman’s shoulder telling
her over and over, ‘No woman,
no cry, ” she wrote in the note-
book. “I picture the man taking
his hand and wiping off the
tears.”

The Congressional Arts Com-
petition is open to students
across the United States, and a
winning work is selected from
each congressional district. Reb-
holz won for the 28th District,
which is represented by Louise
Slaughter, D-Fairport.
